Power Supply

Turning the Unit On/Off

Connect the plug at the end of power adapter cable to the DC IN socket on the rear of unit. Then
insert the power adapter into the mains socket. For initial use the unit will switch on.

Press O button to switch unit standby.

To turn off unit completely, unplug the power adapter from the mains socket.

Automatically Setting the Clock

The clock can be set and updated automatically if are connected to the internet or receive
DAB/FM signals in your location.
