A Important Safety Information
AC-Powered Devices

These precautions apply to all products that plug into a standard wall power outlet.

Failure to take the following precautions can result in serious injury or death from electric shock or fire
or in damage to the device.
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To select an appropriate power source for your device:

e Use only the power supply unit and AC power cord that came with your device or that you received
from an authorized repair center.
