One keypad has 42 keys, which
includes numeric and function keys. The 56-key option uses an al pha-numeric layout.

We feel that this keypad option will not affect the transmit power or radiation pattern for
the CK32 SAR testing, as the radio components are identical and the antennais above the

display.
