Bluetooth [1] is a global radio system specification defined by the Bluetooth SIG
(Specia Interest Group) for short-range wireless connectivity. It defines interfaces from radio
connectivity to high-level software communications and inter-working. In addition, system
compliance rules for compatibility are also defined. Operating in a globally available 1SM
band, the technology allows users to make fast and secure transmissions, of both voice and

data, between awide range of communication devices.
