After a review of the submitted information, I have a few comments on the above referenced 
Application. 
 

1) It appears that the internal photographs may be missing one side of the TX board.  Please 
review/provide. 

2) The schematics appear to be missing for the TX portion of the Device.  Please review. 
3) Test Photos appear to show the 30 – 1000 MHz in a fully-anechoic chamber.  However ANSI 

C63.4 and the FCC expect testing from 30 – 1000 MHz to be on a properly configured OAT’s site.  
Please explain/review/correct as necessary. 

4) The device received power via 12 VDC.  However this does not appear to be battey power only.  
Therefore it is assumed power may be obtained from an AC adapter, or from another device which 
is also attached to AC power.  In these cases, powerline AC conducted emissions are therefore still 
required.  Please review 15.207(c).
