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This wireless keyboard with track ball built in is an easy-to-use computer Imput
device, which provides two radio frequency channels. The operations on keyboard and
track ball are the sarne as operations on a traditional corded keyboard and a two-
button mouse. But the aser should be aware of the following instructigns: '

1. Twa AAA batteries are required, and should have enough power to drive tie RF
transmission.

2. All wircless devices tncur soene degree of interference from other radiative devices,
such as cordless phones, and computer monitors. Be sure to place the receiver far
enough away from those devices to ensure operationel stability.

3. Owing to the mansmission pattern of an anternz, the radiation field has its
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gllocating a proper direction between the keyboard and the recziver can aiso
increase the operational stability.

4. In case the operational range cannot be improved via re-allocating a better location-
for the receiver, the user can comsider to switch both the keyboard and the receiver
to the other channe! 1o avold a possibia RF ititerference.

5. for power conservation, this device is designed with a power saving mode which is
mtomatically entared into when no operation has been done on both keyboard and
track ball for more than 3 seconds.

&. While in power saving mode, pressing any key or track ball button cen immediately
resume the normal operation. Rolling the track ball can also recall the normal
cperation, but there might have some delay for the carsor to move. It is
recommended 10 roll the ball slowly first, then rolls it as fast as the user wagts
wiien the cursor starts moving.
