2. Plug the Charger into a standard indoor electrical outlet. This power unit is intended to be
correctly orientated in a vertical or wall mount position.

3. Allow battery to charge for 1-1.5 Hours. Charging Status Light will be solid red while battery
is charging. When charging is complete, light will blink green.

4. To remove the battery, press and hold the release button and slide battery down to unlock.

5. Charge will last approximately 12 minutes depending on terrain and driving style.

Be
sure 1o allow the battery pack to cool before using or recharging. Recharging a warm battery
pack will greatly reduce the battery Iife.
