« Use only fresh batteries of the
required size and type.

* Do not mix old and new batteries,
diffetent types of batteries (stan-
dard, alkaline, or rechargeable),
or rechargeable batteries of differ-
ent capacities,

* Neaver leave dead or weak batter-
ies in the Sports Truck.

~ If you do not plan to use the Sports
Truck for several days, remove the
batteries.

+ Dispose of batteries properly; do
not bury or burn them.

Installing the Sports Truck's
Batteries

You need two AA batteries (not sup-
plied) to power the Police Car. We

recommend alkaline batteries, such
as RadioShack Cat. No. 23-552. Fgl-
low these steps to install the batteries.

1. Set ONJCFF e¢n the back of the
Sports Truck to OFF,

2. Use a coin to twist the siot baside
-the battery compartment cover an
the bottom of the Sports Truck.
Then ift up the cover to open it.

3. Install the batteries on top of the
ribbon, as ingicated by the polarity
symbols (+ and —) marked inside.

4, Close the cover and make sure it
snaps shut,

nol move at all, gently pull the ribbon
to remove the batteries, then replace
them with fresh cnes.
