You can either scan a configuration barcode or use the
Wizard to manually set up the computer. Once setup is
comBlete, the Welcome screen no longer appears on startup
and Provisioning mode is automatically turned off (disabled).

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To turn the computer on:

e Press and hold the Power button for approximately 3 seconds,
and then release.

To turn the computer off:

1. Press and hold the Power button until the options menu
appears.

2. Tap Power off.

You can replace the battery on demand provided the following
conditions are met:

room temperature.

The screen timeout (sleeE mode) automatically turns the touch
panel display off and locks the computer to save battery power
when the computer is inactive for a programmed period of time.

To move files between your CK67 and a computer:

Connect the CK67 to your computer using a USB charge/
communication accessory.

On the CK67, swipe down from the top of the screen to see
the notifications panel.

Tap the Android System notification twice to open the
options menu.
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Select either File Transfer or PTP.
5. Open the file browser on your computer.

6. Browse tothe CK67. You can now copy, delete, and move
files or folders between your computer and the CK67 as you
would with any other storage drive (e.g., cut and paste or
drag and drop).

Note: When Provisioning mode is turned off, some folders are
hidden from view in the file browser.

You may need to restart the mobile computer to correct

conditions where an application stops responding to the system

or the computer seems to be locked up.

1. Press and hold the Power button until the options menu
appears.

2. Tap Restart.

To restart the computer if the touch panel display is

unresponsive:

¢ Press and hold the Power button for approximately 8 seconds
until the computer restarts.
