Environment

To avoid environmental interference, which will reduce the effective distance, it should be noted below
for the keyboard and receiver:

1. Do not put the keyboard and receiver on metal cabinet or metal desk. It's better not having metal or
interference source around, which affect the RF communication, and reduce the communication distance.

2. The ideal for the keyboard and receiver is having 15-20 cm distant from computers or, in any open place.

3. Keep a distance of more than 2.5m to avoid interference if there are other RF devices in using.
