2.2 Inside Mount:

2.1 Determine mounting bracket locations:

Hold the blind up to the window, approximating its
final mounted position.
frame using 2 screws.

Position each Mounting Bracket against the window
jamb as shown and fasten to the upper window

Blinds and valances wider than 48 in (1219 mm) must be handled and installed by at least 2 people.
Q IMPORTANT: TO ENSURE SAFE INSTALLATION: { Mounting screws must drive into solid structural material. Add secure blocking if necessary.

Use fasteners that are appropriate for the mounting surface.

2.3 Outside Mount:

Outside mounting where additional clearance is required:

For wall-mounting in applications where additional clearance is
needed to clear window trim or hardware, an Extension Bracket
may be used on each Mounting Bracket and Center Support,

if applicable.

Mounting Bracket on Extension Bracket
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For Inside Mount: With
the blind centered in the
window opening, confirm
there is 1/4 in (6 mm)
clearance from each

end of the headrail to the
window jamb.
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For Outside Mount: With
the blind centered over the
window opening, use the
pencil to mark the mounting
surface 1/4 in (6 mm) from
each end of the headrail.

E Install the Blind in the Mounting Brackets:

If the blind is wider than 48 in (1219 mm), install the
included Center Support at the same depth as the

Mounting Brackets, 1 in (25 mm) to the right of the

window centerline, using 2 screws.

If the blind is wider than 48 in (1219 mm), install the
included Center Support at the same height as the
Mounting Brackets, 1 in (256 mm) to the right of the
window centerline, using 2 screws.

Center Support on Extension Bracket

Mount the Extension Bracket at the pre-determined mounting
bracket location, then attach the Mounting Bracket or Center
Support using 2 short machine screws and nuts as shown.

a. Extend the blind by grasping the center of the Bottom Bar and
pulling it away from the Headrail. This is done to separate the
top slat from the Headrail so that the slat is clear of the Mounting
Brackets in step b. It is not necessary to extend the blind fully.

b. Insert the headrail between and into the Mounting Brackets, and also into
the Center Support, if applicable.

c. Close each Bracket Door, pressing it firmly closed to ensure the tab on the
Bracket engages through the slot in the Bracket Door.
