| have a few comments on the above referenced Application.
Basic Information

1) From information in this application, transmission will not be allowed in the 5.15-5.25 GHz band. However, the RF
exposure exhibit shows transmissions at channel 5250 MHz for the Turbo mode (50% of the emission falls in the
5.15-5.25 GHz band), which would not be allowed. Additionally, the new reports provided still show 4 channels for
Turbo mode (only 3 channels would be allowed). Transmission at 5250 would not be allowed.

See: For example, RF Exposure, page 10 - Number of channels, page 11 - Turbo Channels, page 87, etc.,
throughout the report.

2) From information in this application, transmission will not be allowed in the 5.15-5.25 GHz band. However, the 26
dB bandwidth of the normal channel at 5260 MHz is 30.69 dB. About 5 MHz of this fundamental will fall in the 5.15-
5.25 MHz band. In many cases, all of the fundamental waveform falling within the 26 dB bandwidth may be
considered part of the fundamental. Therefore the edge of the 5260 MHz channels is falling in the 5.15-5.25 band.
The 5260 Channel should be removed from all information as well.

3) Due to the concerns with channels being removed, etc. Please have the manufacturer updated their attestation to
list the actual frequencies (i.e. 5280-5320, 5745-5805 MHz Normal mode; 5290, 5760, 5800 MHz Turbo Mode).
