“PHILLIPS HEAD"” SCREWDRIVER.
AFTFRREMOVING THE SCREW, SLIDE THE COVER
DOWNWARD 10 REMOVE. PLACE. THF 0V
BATTCRY TN POSITION SO THAT THE {+} AND [ )
ARE IN THE PROPER ALIGNMENT AS NOTED,
REPLACE SCREW TQ BATTERY COVER.
