BATTERY REQUIREMENTS

« This vehicle requires 4 "AA” (LIR6) batteries (alkaline o Ni-Cd rechargeable batteries), and one 9V (BLR61) (alkaline} (6F22)
{carbon zinc) battery for the transmitter.

TRANSMITTER
Rermoval of the batiery cover requires a "phillips head” serewdriver. See Figure 1. After removing this screw, slide the cover
downward 10 remove. Place the 8 V batlery in position so that the (+} and {-} are in the proper alignment ads noted, Replace
screw lo battery caver. See Figure 2.

VERICLE
Remaval of the battery cover requires a "phillips head" screwdriver, push the tab on the battery compartment jid and slide the lid
back on Its hinge. See Figure 3. Make sure the *AA" balteties are new o freshly charged batteries {Do not mix okd or used
hatteries with new batterles). Place the batteries In the battery compartment being sure that the {+ ) and ( -} poles of the batteries
are positioned correctly. See Figure 4, Replace the cover.

3. Refease both control joysticks, the vehicle will stop. See Figure 7,

4, Vehicle steering is controfled by joystick on right by moving lefl ar right . See Figure &,

5. Do net let vehicle gel out of ransmitting range as you will then have no control. This range varies due to surroundings.

6. When finished, urn all switches o off position and remave all balleries. Vehicle aperation varies from 35 to 45 minutes
depending on how the car is used, and the age of the balteries.

WHEEL ALIGNMENT

Be sure fo get a irm fit by having the
ridge snap into place with the cfip.See Figure 10.

« Allow battery to charges for 4 hours for a complete and {ull charge. Additional charging will nat improve your battery’s output, and
could eventual damage the battery.
