BATTERY REQUIREMENTS

« This vehicle requires 4 "AA” (LRB) batteries {aticaline or Ni-Cd rechargeable batteries), and one 9V (BLR61) (alkaline) (8F22)
(carhon zinc) battery for the transimitier.

TRANSIHTTER
Removal of the battery cover reguires a "phillips head” screwdriver, See Figure 1. After removing (his screw, slide the cover
downward to remove. Place the 8 V battery in position so that the (+) and (-) are in the proper alignment ads noted.Replace
screw to baltery cover. See Figure 2.,

VEHICLE
Hemoval of the battery cover requires a "phillips head” screwdriver, push the tab on the battery compartment lid and slide the lic
back on its kinge, See Figure 3. Make sure the “AA" batteries are new of freshly charged batteries (Do not mix old or used
battertes with new batleries). Place the batterles in the battery compartment being sure that the (+ ) and (- } poles of the batleries
are positioned correctly. See Figure 4. Replace the cover.
