INSTALLING THE BATTERIES

TRANSMITTER
Removal of the batiery cover requires a "phillips head” screwdriver. See Figure 1. After removing this screw, slide the cover
downward to remove. Place the 9 V baltery in position so that the (+) and (-) are in the proper alignment ads noted.Replace
screw [o batiery cover, See Figure 2 .
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VEHICLE
Removal of the battery cover requires a "phillips head” screwdriver, push the tab on the batiery compartment lid and slide the lid
back on its hinge. See 3. Make sure the "AA" batteries are new or freshly charged battaries (Do not mix old or used
batteries with new batteries). Place the batteries in the battery compartment being sure that the ( + ) and ( - ) poles of the batteries
are positioned cormrectly. See Figure 4. Replace the cover.
