2. Use a Philip's head screw driver (nat included) to unscrew the battery door and take the
door off.

You need ane 9.6V battery pack to pawer vour Big Foot Ragin' Monster Truck ™ . Before
you use the baltery pack, you must chargs it using 3.6-volt rachargeab’e hattery charger.
Faollow the charger's direction to charge the battery pack (see section BATTERY PACK &



CHARGER) Then follow these steps to instzll the battery pack in the Big Foot Ragin'
Monster Truck ™ .

Batleries can leak chemicals
that can damage electronic paris.

- Mever leave dead or weak balleries in the remote control transmitter and vehicls.

Do not charge or recharge battery pack whila it is in the vehicle.
- When you disconnect the battery pack from the vehicle, do not pul’ cn the conneclonrs

wires, This can damage the battery pack.
- Do not recharge the battery pack immediately after use (while it is stil hot). Allow it to cool
