INSTALLATION AND WIRING

WARNING: To avoid electrical shock, be sure that electicity has been
turned off at the circuit breaker or fuse box before wiring.

INPORTANT. Follow these steps to insure proper installation and opera-
tion instaling Receiver

1.Install your ceiling fan by the wiring dagram provided with the fan
without the receiver in place.

Z.lurn on electrical power at the circuit breaker or fuse box.
3. Turnwall switch “ ON”.

4.Set yourceiling fan to HIGH speed with its pull chain control. DONOT
adjust the ceiling fan pull chain after this step.

5.Tum on light kit {if present).

6. Turn wall switch * OFF" .

7. Tun off electrical power at the circuit breakerorfuse hox.

Preparations:

Check the security code that on the receiver andtransmitter is matchad.
{ Transmitter side can be found the bottom side under the battery
cover.)

If they are not matched, change each sids to matchit.

If they are more than one ceiling fan is installed in one house, change
each of them to different cnde.

If the ceiling fan is interference by other remote applied after installed,
please change security code to the other numberof DIF switch.

Connecting the Receiver
1.Disconnect the wires from the ceiling to the fan.

2 Install the receiver 1o the seiling fan acrording to your mounting type
(Figure 1). Be sure the antenna is positioned so it is exposed when
canopy is attached. Do not modify the antenna wire as control perfor-
mance may be reduced

J.Use the two larger wire nuts supplied to cconnect the recever and
house electric supply wiring; then use the three small wire nuts sup-

plied to connect the receiver and ceiling fan wiring (Figure 2).

* Fan and/or Light Do Not Akvays Respond to Remote Key Commands—
—Make sure the power switch is on positien.

*Flip the switch can heam to a short beep, Transmitter display is correct,
but no any respond to remote, Make sure the DIP is matched.

* I Low batteryicnn is flashed. Please change the battery as soon as
possible.
