
Installing a Smart 100/16/4 PCI Ringnode
Always turn  off  the  power  to  your  computer  before  ins ta l l ing  or  removing any adapters .

The  defaul t  r ing  speed  se t t ing  for  th i s  adapter  i s  ' au to-de tec t ' .  This  means  the  adapter  wi l l  run  a t  the  same r ing  speed  as  the  ne twork  (e i ther  100Mbps ,  16Mbps ,  or  4Mbps) .  To  change  the  defaul t  se t t ing ,  use  Madge  Ass is t .  

This  adapter  has  no  swi tches  or  l inks  tha t  need  se t t ing .  PCI  computers  conf igure  PCI  adapters  au tomat ica l ly .  

1. Read the EMC compliance statement f o r  t h i s  a d a p t e r .  2. Turn off the power to your computer. 
3. Read the hand l ing  p recau t ions . 4. Remove the blanking plate from an unused PCI slot.  5. In se r t  t he  adap t e r  i n to  t he  s lo t  and  s ecu re  i t  by  u s ing  t he  r e t a in ing  s c r ew  f rom the  b l ank ing  p l a t e  t ha t  you  r emoved .  6. Connec t  a  da ta -cab le  to  the  appropr ia te  connec tor  on  the  adap te r :  the  9 -p in  D- type  connec tor  fo r  STP cab l ing  or  the  RJ45  connec tor  fo r  UTP cab l ing  ( see  Loca t i ng  t he  da t a - cab l e  connec to r s ) .  The Smart  100/16/4 PCI Ringnode automat ical ly  detects  the  type of  cabl ing you connect  to  the  adapter .  
7. Connect  the  o ther  end of  the  da ta-cable  to  a  working token-r ing  network.  8. Re-boot the computer. 9. Run  Madge  Ass i s t  to  check  tha t  the  adap te r  and  i t s  connec t ion  a re  work ing  cor rec t ly .  (See  Conf igu r ing  and  t e s t i ng  adap te r s  w i th  Madge  Ass i s t . )  The LEDs on the  bracket  of  the  Smart  100/16/4  PCI  Ringnode indica te  the  speed of  the  network in to  which the  adapter  i s  inser ted:  the  ye l low LED ind ica tes  tha t  the  adap te r  i s  inse r ted  in to  an  HSTR swi tch  por t  

t h e  g r e e n  L E D  i n d i c a t e s  t h a t  t h e  a d a p t e r  i s  i n s e r t e d  i n t o  a  n e t w o r k  r u n n i n g  a t  e i t h e r  4 M b p s  o r  1 6 M b p s10. I n s t a l l  t h e  d r i v e r  s o f t w a r e .
