Removing the thin film from the battery

1. Lift the battery compartment cover off from the small
opening on the left side of your phone.

2. Take the battery out and remove the thin film that’s
wrapped around it.

Inserting the battery

1. Insert the battery (with its
copper contacts first) into the
battery compartment.

2. Put back the battery
compartment cover, pushing
the battery all the way in.

3. Press down all sides of the
cover to lock it in place.

Inserting your SIM card and storage card

1. Push the bottom cover out to remove it.

2. Insert your SIM card into the right slot (with its gold

contacts facing down and cut-off corner facing out).

There’s already a microSD card in your phone, which is
in the left slot. (Push the microSD card in to eject and
remove it. To reinsert, push it in until it clicks into place.)

Charging the battery

Use the supplied power adapter and USB cable to charge
your phone.

Set up your phone

When you switch on your phone for the first time, just
follow the onscreen instructions to set up your phone.

Be sure to sign in to your Google Account so you can use
Google apps like Gmail™/Google Mail. You can also set up
your other email accounts, favorite social networks like
Facebook® and Twitter™, and more. You can even easily
transfer contacts and other information from popular
brand phones to your new HTC phone through Bluetooth.

Make your Home screen
