Recharging the Battery Pack

The nickel cadmium (Ni-Cd) battery pack in the HANDSET can be recharged many
times using the built-in charger in the BASE UNIT.

When the BATTERY LOW LED indicator starts to blink, a *heep” sound will be heard
every 7 seconds. This indicates that the battery pack needs to be recharged.

Charge the battery pack at least once every 90 days of nonuse to avoid battery
failure. When the battery pack can no longer be charged, replacement of the battery
pack will be necessary.

Noise

Electrical pulse noise is present in most homes at one time or another. This noise is

most intense during electrical storms. Certain kinds of electrical equipment such as

light dimmers, fluorescent bulbs, motors, and fans also generate noise puises. Be-

cause radio frequencies are susceptible to these nolse pulses, you may occasionally .
