The next year's car owner's manual is in preparation at this time. We are submitting herein
the pertinent materials from the current year manual. The material in the new owner's

manual will be same or very similar.

The doors may not lock automatically at the
correct time if the driver:

(U shifts through gears without pressing the
brake

{shifts through gears quickly after starting the
vehucle

(releases their foot from the brake while
someone has stepped out of the vehicle for a
moment

You can deactivate the system by using the
buttons for the keyless entry system if you don't
want to use the Autolock feature.

To deactivate the Autolock system:

l. Enter your permancent five-digit entry code
(nat the user code you may have set).

2. Within 5 seconds, press and hold 7/8.

3 Within 5 more seconds, press and release
/4.

4. Release 7/8.

To reactivate the Autolock system, simply repeat
the instructions for deactivating the system. By
re-entering the code that deactivates the
Autolock, the keyless entry system reinstates the
Autolock feature.

You can also deactivate or reactivate the
Autolock feature by this method:

Remote Entry System (If equipped)

If your vehicle has the remote entry system, you
can lock or unleck the vehicle deors and liftgate
without using a key. The remote also has a
personal alarm feature. The buttons for the
system are located on the two hand held
transmitters that came with your vehicle.

Remole entry personal alarm

If yvou wish to activate the remote entry system
personal alarm, press the PANIC button. This
will honk the horn and flash the lights for
appreximately 2 minutes 45 seconds. You can
turn 1t off by pressing the PANIC button again
from the transmitter or by turning the ignition
to the ON or ACCESSORY position.

When you use the remote entry UNLOCK or
PANIC buttons, the dluminated entry system
turns on the vehicle's interior lights for 25
seconds.

The remote will
also reset the anti-theft alarm (when the driver's
door is unlocked or the PANIC button is pressed
on a programmed remote entry transmitter) if it
was triggered

batteries (included) that should last for several
years of normal use. 1f you netice a sugrufieant
decrease 1n operating range, the batteries should
be replaced. Replacement hatteries can be
purc!mscd at muost pharmacies, watch stores or
at vour Ford or Lincoln-Mercury dealer

NOTE: The operating range of the remote
entry system can also be affected by
weather conditions (such as very cold
temperatures) or structures around the
vehicle (buildings, other vehicles, radio
and TV towers, etc.). Typical operaling
range will allow you to be up to 33
feet (10 meters) away from your

[n the event a transmitter 18 lost, you should
take all your vehicle's transmitters to your
dealer to have the remote entry system
deprogrammed {or the lost transmitter. This is
necessary to prevent further unauthorized use of
the lost transmitter.

You can also purchaso additional transmitters
{up to 4 transmitters can be used) from your
dealer. You will need to take all your
transmitters to the dealer so they can program
them to the remote entry system all at the same
time.

[lluminated Entry System

This system will provide illumination of the
vehicle's interior courtesy lamps when either
outside front door handle is pulled or when the
remote entry system is used to unlock the door
or sound the personal alarm. The system will
automatically turn off after approximately 25
soconds or when the ignition is turned to the
START or ACC position.

NOTE: The inside lights will not tum oft if
you have turned them on with the
dimmer thumbwheel or if any door is
open.

Perimeter Anti-Theft System (If equipped)

NOTE: the flashing lights and honking hom
will shut off automatically within 2
minutes 45 seconds after the system is
triggered. it will trigger again if
another intrusion occurs.
