User Manual for Lulla Bear

Features
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Conggts of 2 units, the transmitter unit and receiver unit.

Trangmitter unit accept audio music from “wakman” or “discman”, modulate the music
to RF sgnd and tranamit out to the antenna.

Receiver unit receive the RF sgnd from the antenna, recover the audio music by
demodulation and output the music to the spesker.

Dud channd sdlection in both unit.

The transmitter unit can be used either 1 x 9V battery cell or AC/DC adaptor which
coming with the package.

The recelver unit use4 x 1.5V AA battery cdls.

“HIGH” or “LOW"” volume sdlection in receiver unit.

One hour working timer with re-trigger function in receiver unit.

With LED indicator on the transmitter unit indicate the power is“ON or “OFF’.

. With LED indicator on the recaiver unit indicate the unit isin working mode or deep

mode.

How To Play

Ingtal a9V battery cdl or plug the AC/DC adaptor which come with the package to the
transmitter unit (if both 9V battery cell and AC/DC adaptor are ingtaled, only the power
of the AC/DC adaptor is used, the path of the battery cdl will automaticaly cut off).
Ingtal 4 pcs AA battery cellsto the receiver unit.

Plug the ear phone jack to a“wakman” or “discman”.

Push the power button to power on the transmitter unit, the LED indicator will turn on.
Sdect achannd (CH-A or CH-B) on the trangmitter unit for transmission.

Slide the channe switch on the receiver unit to select the channe which same asthe
trangmitter unit.

Slide the “OFF LO HI” switch of the receiver unit to “LO” or “HI” pogtion (“LO” is
low volume, “HI” is high volume) to turn on the unit, the unit will automaticaly go to
working mode, the LED indicator will turn on, the audio music will be hear from the
Speaker.

The receiver unit will continue to work for one hour with +/- 15 minutes tolerance, after
that the unit will automaticaly shut down (go to degp mode, the music will stop), the
LED indicator will turn off.

Press the re-trigger button to trigger the recaiver unit to working mode again, the unit
will then work for one hour and autometicaly shut down (go to deep mode).

Pressthe re-trigger button of the recaiver unit when the unit isin working mode, the one
hour timer will be reset, the one hour timer will be re-start to count again (for example
the receiver unit start to work on 9:00, a 9:30 press the re-trigger button, the unit will
be automaticaly go to deep mode on 10:30).



Caution
