This chapter gives solutions to common problemsyay encounter. It also
provides guidelines on how to take care of youiickev

NOTE: If you encounter a problem you cannot solve, contact an authorized service center for
assistance.

3.1 Resetting Your System

Occasionally, you may need to reset your deviceekample, you should reset
your system when it stops responding; or appeédbve térozen” or “locked up.”

Use the stylus pen to press the reset button ondeuce. This is called a “soft
reset.”

If your device still does not respond after a seiet, you can use the following
steps to perform a “hard reset.”

1. Disconnect all cables, including the AC adaptemryour device.
2. Slide the ON/OFF switch to the OFF position.

3.2 Troubleshooting

Power Problems

Power does not turn on when using battery power

e The remaining battery power may be too low to raarydevice. Connect
the AC adapter to your device and then to AC poWwken, turn on your
device.

Screen Problems

Screen is off

If the screen does not respond even after you pinegsower button, try the
following in order until the problem is solved:

e Connect the AC adapter to your device and to eatex@ power.

e Reset your system.

Screen responds slowly

e Make sure that your device is not running out dfdyg power. If the
problem still exists, reset your system.

Screen freezes

e Reset your system.

Screen is hard to read

e Make sure that the backlight of the display is od & necessary adjust the
brightness. On thi®lain Menu, tapSystem setting > Backlight.

Connection Problems

Cable Connection Problems

e Make sure that your device and your computer atie tamned on before
trying to establish a connection.

e Make sure that the cable is securely plugged mdtSB port on your
computer and on the device. Connect the USB cal#etly to your
computer—do not run the cable through a USB hub.

e Reset your device before connecting the cable. ydvaisconnect your
device before you restart your computer.

GPS Problems

When there are no valid signals available, congiuefollowing:
e Make sure that the device is facing a clear viethefsky.

e Note that the GPS reception can be affected by:
v Bad weather
v Dense overhead obstacles (e.g. trees and tallifgsid
v Other wireless device in the car
v Reflective car window tint and heated screens.

3.3 Maintaining Your Device

Taking good care of your device will ensure trodioée operation and reduce
the risk of damage to your device.

Keep your device away from excessive moisture atréme temperatures.

Avoid exposing your device to direct sunlight aiosig ultraviolet light for
extended periods of time.

Do not place anything on top of your device or dobjects on your device.
Do not drop your device or subject it to severeckho

Do not subject your device to sudden and severpdgature changes. This
could cause moisture and condensation build udertkie unit, which could
damage your device. In the event of moisture odearation, allow the
device to dry out completely before use.
