Limit for power density for general population/uncontrolled exposure is 1 mW/cm? for 1500 -100000 MHz
frequency range.

The power density P (mW/cm?) = P;/4nr? where

Pr is the transmitted power, which is equal to the peak transmitter output power
plus maximum antenna gain. The maximum equivalent isotropically radiated power EIRP is

Pt =33.29 dBm +11.5 dBi = 44.79 dBm = 30130 mW, where
