2. Safety Information _ _ _

This Monitor has been engineered and manufactured to assure your safety.
You can prevent serious electrical shock and other hazards by keeping in mind
the following:

Do not place anything wet on the monitor or the power
cord. Never cover the ventilation openings with any
material and never touch them with metallic or
inflammable materials.
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Avoid operating the monitor in extreme heat,
humidity or areas affected by dust.
Temperature : 5~35°C

Humidity : 30~80RH

Be sure to turn the monitor off before plugging the
power cord into the socket. Make sure that the power
cord and the other cords are securely and rightly
connected.

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3-2. Instructions to Instal

he Stand Install the stand according to the following instructions on a flat surface.

1.  Place the main unit body with screen face down and flip open the folded
Stand Post at 90 degree angle.

2. Engage the Base to the Stand Post by pressing down gently in right position
(If installed correctly you will hear a click sound).

Pull the installed base open to bring the main body unit to stand.

location Place the monitor at least 30cm from other electrical or heat-emitting

equipment and allow at least 10cm on each side for ventilation.
