The Cordless Mouse use two AAA size Batteries, To install the batteries, you need to
pull the locker on the underside of the mouse, and the battery cover will pop off the
mouse. insert the batteries in your keyboard by following the diagram inside the battery
compartment.

Connect the Receiver

You need to locate the USB port in your computer. And
then connect the receiver cable to it , insert the
software CD to the computer's CDROM drive when ask
to do so, then follow the on-screen instructions.
Cordless COMBO support Hot Plug & Play. You DO
NOT need to turn off your computer when you connect
the receiver.

After you plug in the cable. insert the software CD to the computer's CDROM drive
when ask to do so, then follow the on-screen instructions to install the driver.

Establish Radio Communication

This is NOT a MUST DO step in installation. Only do it if your keyboard or
mouse fail to work after you plug in the Receiver or you get undesired
interference from another set of cordless COMBO used nearby.

1. Connecting the Keyboard and the Receiver

If the Keyboard can not operate after installation, you need to establish communication
