Insert a memory card

Charging the device while listening to the radio may affect the quality of reception.

GSM antenna

Your device may have internal and external antennas. Avoid touching the
antenna area unnecessarily while the antenna is transmitting or receiving.
Contact with antennas affects the communication quality and may cause a
higher power level during operation and may reduce the battery life.

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Network services

To use the device you must have service from a wireless service provider. Some features
are not available on all networks; other features may require that you make specific
arrangements with your service provider to use them.

Your service provider may have requested that certain features be disabled or not
activated in your device.

Access codes

code is 12345. You can change the code and set the device to request the code. Some
operations require the security code regardless of the settings, for example, if you
want to restore the factory settings. Keep the code secret and in a safe place separate
from your device. If you forget the code and your device is locked, your device will
require service and additional charges may apply. For more information, contact a
Nokia Care point or your device dealer.

e The PIN (UPIN) code, supplied with the SIM (USIM) card, helps to protect the card
against unauthorised use.

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Organise and personalise the enhanced home screen — Select {No display_text
mapping for 'qtn_list_ai_select_content’, locale='en'}.

Select the key used to activate the enhanced home screen — Select {No
display_text mapping for 'qtn_list_ai_activation_method’, locale='en'}.

Navigate in the home screen — Scroll up or down to navigate the list, and select {No
display_text mapping for 'text_softkey_select', locale='en'}, View, or {No
display_text mapping for 'text_softkey_edit’, locale="en'}. The arrows indicate that
further information is available.

Stop navigating — Select Exit.

Shortcuts

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Functions without a SIM card

Some functions of your device may be used without inserting a SIM card, such as
Organiser functions and games. Some functions appear dimmed in the menus and
cannot be used.

Applications running in background

Leaving applications running in the backgroundincreases the demand on battery power
and reduces the battery life.

Flight profile

In radio sensitive environments, where you are asked not to use your device, you can
still access your calendar, contacts list, and offline games by activating the flight profile.
»)- indicates that the flight profile is active.

Activate the flight profile — Select Menu > Settings > Profiles and {No

display_text mapping for 'qtn_prof_list_flight_mode’, locale='en'} > Activate or
Personalise.

Deactivate the flight profile — Select any other profile.

&Warning: With the Flight profile you cannot make or receive any calls, including
emergency calls, or use other features that require network coverage. To make calls,
you must first activate the phone function by changing profiles. If the device has been
locked, enter the lock code.

If you need to make an emergency call while the device is locked and in the Flight profile,
you may be also able to enter an official emergency number programmed in your device
in the lock code field and select 'Call'. The device will confirm that you are about to exit
Flight profile to start an emergency call.

Tapping

Select Menu > Settings > Phone > {No display_text mapping for
'qtn_list_tapping_settings', locale='en'} to activate or deactivate the tapping function
and vibration feedback.

Mute calls or alarms — Double-tap the phone.
Reject a call or snooze an alarm after muting it — Double-tap the phone again.
Display the clock — Double-tap the phone.

If you have missed calls or received new messages, you must view them before you can
see the clock.

memory consumption.

o Automatic keyguard — Set the keypad to lock automatically after a preset time
delay when the device is in the home screen and no function has been used.

o {No display_text mapping for 'qtn_sec_keyd', locale="'en'} — Set the device to
prompt for the security code to unlock the keypad.

e Voice recognition — Set up voice commands, or start voice recognition training.

o {No display_text mapping for 'qtn_sett_flight_query’, locale='en'} — Set the
device to prompt for the flight profile when you switch the device on. In the flight
profile, all radio connections are closed.

o {No display_text mapping for 'qtn_list_phoneupdates’, locale="en'} — Allow
software updates from your service provider (network service). The available options
may vary.

o {No display_text mapping for 'text_system_select', locale='en'} — Manually
select which network to use.

o {No display_text mapping for 'qtn_help_menu’, locale='en'} — Set the device to
display help text.

e {No display_text mapping for 'qtn_wakeup_sett_tone’, locale='en'} — Play a
tone when you switch the device on.

Security settings
Select Menu > Settings and Security.

When security features that restrict calls are in use (such as call barring, closed user
group, and fixed dialling), calls may be possible to the official emergency number
programmed into your device. Call barring and call diverting cannot be active at the
same time.

Select from the following:

o {No display_text mapping for 'text_pin_code_cntrl', locale='en'} or {No
display_text mapping for ‘qtn_simcd_sett_upin_req’, locale="en'} — Set the
device to request for the PIN or UPIN code every time the device is switched on. Some
SIM cards do not allow the code request to be deactivated.

e {No display_text mapping for 'text_call_barring', locale="en'} — Restrict
incoming calls to and outgoing calls from your device (network service). A barring
password is required.
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o {No display_text mapping for 'text_menu_fdn’, locale="en'} — Restrict your
outgoing calls to selected phone numbers if supported by your SIM card. When fixed
dialling is activated, GPRS connections are not possible except while sending text
messages over a GPRS connection. In this case, the recipient’s phone number and the
message centre number must be included in the fixed dialling list.

o {No display_text mapping for 'text_closed_user_groups’, locale='en'} — Define
a group of people whom you can call and who can call you (network service).

Personalise your device

Give your device a personal touch with ringing tones, display backgrounds, and themes.
Add shortcuts for your preferred features, and attach enhancements.

Profiles

Your device has several profiles, which you can customise.
Select Menu > Settings and Profiles.

Select the desired profile and from the following:

e Activate — Activate the profile.

e Personalise — Modify profile settings.

o Timed — Set the profile to be active for a certain period of time. When the time set
for the profile expires, the previous profile that was not timed becomes active.

Themes
With themes, you can personalise your device.

Select Menu > Settings and {No display_text mapping for
'qtn_themes_sett_themes’, locale='en’}.
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Tones
You can modify the tone settings of the currently active profile.
Select Menu > Settings and Tones. You can find the same settings in the Profiles menu.

Display
To view or adjust the wallpaper, font size, or other features related to the phone display,
select Menu > Settings > Display.

Shortcuts
With personal shortcuts, you can get quick access to frequently used phone functions.
Select Menu > Settings > My shortcuts.

To allocate one phone function to the right or left selection key, select Right selection
key or Left selection key.

To select shortcut functions for the scroll key, select Navigation key. Scroll to the
desired direction, and select Change or Assign and a function from the list.

Voice commands

You can use voice commands to make phone calls, launch applications, and activate
profiles. Voice commands are language-dependent.

Select Menu > Settings and Phone.

Train voice recognition to yvour voice — Select Voice recognition > {No
display_text mapping for 'qtn_list_recognition_train’, locale="en'}.

Play an activated voice command — Select {No display_text mapping for
'qtn_voice_softk_playback’, locale="'en'}.

Use voice commands — See "Voice dialling", p. 21.

Rename or deactivate a voice command — Scroll to a function, and select Options >
{No display_text mapping for 'qtn_equ_list_edit’, locale="en'} or {No display_text
mapping for 'qtn_sivr_list_remove_command’, locale='en'}.

Activate or deactivate all voice commands — Select Options > {No display_text
mapping for 'qtn_list_add_all', locale='en'} or {No display_text mapping for
'qtn_list_remove_all', locale="en'}.

Connect

Your device provides several features to connect to other devices to transmit and receive
data.
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Bluetooth wireless technology

With Bluetooth wireless technology, you can connect your device, using radio waves,
to a compatible Bluetooth device within 10 metres (32 feet).

Select Menu > Settings > Connectivity > Bluetooth.

This device is compliant with Bluetooth Specification 2.1 + EDR supporting the following
profiles: Dial-up Networking Profile (DUN) FileTransfer Profile (FTP) General Access
Profile (GAP) Generic Object Exchange Profile (GOEP) Handsfree Profile (HFP) Headset
Profile (HSP) Object Push Profile (OPP) Phonebook Access Profile (PBAP) Serial Port Profile
(SPP) Service Discovery Application Profile (SDAP) SIM Access Profile (SAP). To ensure
interoperability between other devices supporting Bluetooth technology, use Nokia
approved accessories for this model. Check with the manufacturers of other devices to
determine their compatibility with this device.

Features using Bluetooth technology increase the demand on battery power and reduce
the battery life.

Set up a Bluetooth connection
1. Select My phone's name, and enter a name for your device.

2. To activate Bluetooth connectivity, select Bluetooth > {No display_text mapping
for 'qtn_bt_ilist_bt_on’, locale="en'}. § indicates that Bluetooth connectivity is
active.

3. To connect your device to an audio accessory, select Conn. to audio acc. and the
accessory.

4. To pair your device with any Bluetooth device in range, select Paired devices >
Add new device.

5. Scroll to a found device, and select Add.

6. Agree onapasscode (up to 16 characters) with the user of the other device and enter
the passcode on your device. To establish the connection, enter the passcode on the
other device, when requested.

Operating the device in hidden mode is a safer way to avoid malicious software. Do not
accept Bluetooth connectivity from sources you do not trust. Alternatively, switch off
the Bluetooth function. This does not affect other functions of the device.

Connect your PCto the internet — You can use Bluetooth technology to connect your
compatible PC to the internet without the PC Suite software. Your device must be able
to connect to the internet (network service), and your PC must support Bluetooth
technology. After connecting to the network access point (NAP) service of the device,
and pairing with your PC, your device automatically opens a packet data connection to
the internet.

USB data cable

You can use the USB data cable to transfer data between your device and a compatible
PC or a printer supporting PictBridge.

Select USB mode
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To activate the device for data transfer or image printing, connect the USB data cable,

and select from the following:

PC Suite on your PC.

Write text, and create messages and notes.
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Write text
Text input modes

To enter text, for example, when writing messages, you can use traditional \ or
predictive N\ text input.

Abc abe: and AB( indicate the character cases. 123 indicates number mode.

Switch between text input modes — Press and hold Options. Not all languages are
supported by predictive text input.

Switch between character cases — Press #.
Switch between letter and number modes — Press and hold #.
Set the writing language — Select Options > Writing language.

Traditional text input

Write a word — Press a number key, 2-9, repeatedly until the desired character is
displayed. The available characters depend on the selected writing language. If the next
letter you want to enter is located on the same key as the present one, wait until the
cursor is displayed, and enter the letter.

Your device is powered by a rechargeable battery. The battery intended for use with
this device is BL-4S. Nokia may make additional battery models available for this device.
This device is intended for use when supplied with power from the following chargers:
AC-3. The exact charger model number may vary depending on the type of plug. The
plug variant is identified by one of the following: E, EB, X, AR, U, A, C, or UB.

The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will eventually
wear out. When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, replace
the battery. Use only Nokia approved batteries, and recharge your battery only with
Nokia approved chargers designated for this device. Use of an unapproved battery or
charger may present a risk of fire, explosion, leakage, or other hazard.

If a battery is being used for the first time or if the battery has not been used for a
prolonged period, it may be necessary to connect the charger, then disconnect and
reconnect it to begin charging the battery. If the battery is completely discharged, it
may take several minutes before the charging indicator appears on the display or before
any calls can be made.

Certification information (SAR)
This mobile device meets guidelines for exposure to radio waves.

Your mobile device is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed not to exceed the
limits for exposure to radio waves recommended by international guidelines. These
guidelines were developed by the independent scientific organisation ICNIRP and
include safety margins designed to assure the protection of all persons, regardless of
age and health.

The exposure guidelines for mobile devices employ a unit of measurement known as
the Specific Absorption Rate or SAR. The SAR limit stated in the ICNIRP guidelines is 2.0
watts/kilogram (W/kg) averaged over 10 grams of tissue.
