We recommend
that you note the number the first time you use your telephone by
entering *,#, 0, 6, # and keep it in a safe place. It may be requested by
the police or your operator if your telephone is stolen. This number
allows your mobile telephone to be blocked preventing a third person
from using it, even with a different SIM card.
