PROBABLE SOLUTIONS

Car does not move or run slowly

» Maka sam power switch on vehicle and transmitier are in the ON position

+ Make sure the batterias in the vehicts and transmitter are instailed properiy
« Recharge vehicle's NiCd baitery pack or replace if necessary

+ Repiace 5V battery in transmitter with fresh battery

Car moves ermatically or transmitter
range is short

* There is radio interference in the area- charge locations

+ There is another R/C vehicle operaiing on the same frequency near by-move
away from any other vehicle operating on the same frequency ’

+ Make sure antenns in trensntitter is screwed in tight and fully extended

= Make sure transmitier battery connections are in good condition and replace
battery
