To Install batteries in the main unit, first remave the battery compartment
cover lacated on the back of the unit undemeath the fold-out stand. Insert
2 “hih" alikaline batteries in the correct manner acconding fo the polarity

symibols inskde the battery compartment,

To Install batteras in the two remote sensor units, remove the battery
compartment cover by sliding it dowmwards. Insert 2 “AA" alikaline batteries
Inbo the wnit that will be placed in the refrigerator (81 remote). For the
remate that Is to be placed in the freezer (&2 remote), It s recommended
that 2 “A4" lithium batteries be Installed Instead of alkaline batteries.
Lithium batteries function at lower femperatures batter than alkaline
batterias, 1

The Main Display

Each sensors' temperature |s represented on the maln display In three
ways. The largest members displayed represent the current temperature
of each remote sensor. The two smalker numbers to the right In each
sensors” display window represent the minlimaem and mazimum recorded
temperabures. The reconded MIM/MAX numbers can be cleared by pushing
the “CLE" button, You may also choose between Fehrenhelt or Calslus
temperabure display mode using the 9500 Select” switch on the back of
the maln unlt.

Temperature Alarms

The main unlt ks equipped with an audible temperatwre alarm for each
unit, Press the alarm button (g ord ) for the corresponding remote sensor
to turn the alarm function on or off. The “ luses * icon on the main display
will appear [f the alarm function is on. If the alanm con s not displayed,
thie aarm WILL BOT SOUMND.

If the temperatures for each sensor fall below the minimum preset or

riza above the maximum preset for more than 15 minutes, the alarm

will soamnd. This s bo prevent “False alarms” from sounding because the
door was opensd to load or unload ikems from 2 refrigerator or freezer

The alarms are preset by default with the FD&s minimum and maximum
temperatures for a freezer (remote sensor #2) and are also preset for
the refrigerator (remote sensor 813,

THE DEFALULT FDA PRESET ALARM TEMPERATURES:
