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Tim,

The ferrite placed on the CLA cable is representative of the permanent one that would be on the CLA cable shipped
with unit. It was used during testing simulation runs. The final CLA cable would have a ferrite permanently placed on it,
and would not be able to be removed by the customer.

The latest manual uploaded for the vehicle kit shows this ferrite permanently installed on the CLA cable.
