If you follow the instructions, your oven will provide you with

many years of good service.

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY
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The oven must be on a level surface.

The turntable and turntable roller rest must be in the oven during cocking. Flace the
coglkware gently on the turntable and handle it carsfully 1o avoid possible breakage.
Incomect use of browning dish may cause the turntable to brealk.

Use only the specified bag size when using Popcorn.

The owven has several built-in safety switches to ensure that the power remains off when
the dooris open. Do not tamper with these switches.

Do not operate the microwave oven empty. Operating the owen with no food or food that
is extremely low in moisture can cause fire, charring or sparking.

Do not cook bacon directly on the turntable. Excessive heating of the tumtable

may cause the turntable to break.

Do not heat baby bottles or baby food in the microwave oven. Lneven heating

may ooour and could cause physical injury.

Do not heat narmow-necked containers, such as syrup bottles.

Do not attempt to deep-fry in your microwave oven.

Do not attempt home canning in this microwave oven, as it is impossible to be sure all

contents of the jar have reached boiling temperature.

Shielding cnly. Small smooth pieces can be used to cover thin parts of
meat or poultry to prevent overcooking.

Browning dish

Follow manufacturer’s instructions. The bottom of browning dish must be
at least 3/16 inch {5mm) above the turntable. Incorrect usage may cause
the turntable to breal.
