PRECAUTIONS TO AVOID POSSIBLE EXPOSURE
TO EXCESSIVE MICROWAVE ENERGY

(a) Do not attempt to operate this oven with the door open since this can result in
harmful exposure to microwave energy. It is important not to break or tamper
with the safety interlocks.

(b) Do not place any object between the oven front face and the door or allow soil or
cleaner residue to accumulate on sealing surfaces.

(c) Do not operate the oven if it is damaged. It is particularly important that
the oven door closes properly and that there is no damage to the:

(1) DOOR (bent)
(2) HINGES AND LATCHES (broken or loosened)
(3) DOOR SEALS AND SEALING SURFACE

(d) The oven should not be adjusted or repaired by anyone except properly

qualified service personnel.

SAFETY
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The oven must be on a leveled surface.

The turntable and turntable roller rest must be in the oven during cooking. Place the
cookware gently on the turntable and handle it carefully to avoid possible breakage.
Incorrect use of browning dish may cause the turntable to break.

Use only the specified bag size when using Direct Access Popcorn.

The oven has several built-in safety switches to ensure that the power remains off when
the door is open. Do not tamper with these switches.

Do not operate the microwave oven empty. Operating the oven with no food or food that
is extremely low in moisture can cause fire, charring or sparking.

Do not cook bacon directly on the turntable. Excessive local heating of the turntable
may cause the turntable to break.

Do not heat baby bottles or baby food in the microwave oven. Uneven heating

may occur and could cause physical injury.

Do not heat narrow-necked containers, such as syrup bottles.

Do not attempt to deep-fry in your microwave oven.

Do not attempt home canning in this microwave oven, as it is impossible to be sure all
contents of the jar have reached boiling temperature.

Do not use this microwave oven for commercial purpose. This microwave oven is made
for household use only.

To prevent delayed eruptive boiling of hot liquids and beverages or scalding yourself,
stir liquid before placing the container in the oven and again halfway through cooking
time. Let stand in the oven for a short time and stir again before removing the container.
Use carefully when cooking food in the microwave oven to avoid burning due to
excessive cooking.

When the appliance is operated in the combination mode, children should only use the
oven under adult supervision due to the temperatures generated.

Failure to maintain the oven in a clean condition could lead to deterioration that could

adversely affect the life of the appliance and possibly result in a hazardous situation.

Do not store combustible
items such as bread, cookies, paper
products, etc. inside the oven.

6. Remove wire twist-ties and metal
handles from paper or plastic
containers/bags before placing them in
the oven.

8. Install or locate this oven only in
accordance with the installation
instructions provided.

9. Some products such as whole eggs,
water with oil or fat, sealed to explode
and therefore should not be heated in
this oven.
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Use this appliance only for its intended
uses as described in this manual. Do
not use corrosive chemicals or vapors
in this appliance. This oven is
specifically designed to heat or cook
food. It is not designed for industrial or
laboratory use.

As with any appliance, close
supervision is necessary when used
by children.

Aluminum foil

Shielding only. Small smooth pieces can be used to cover thin parts of
meat or poultry to prevent overcooking. Arcing can occur if foil is too
close to oven walls. The foil should be at least 1 inch (2.5cm) away from
oven walls.

Browning dish

Follow manufacturer’s instructions. The bottom of browning dish must be
at least 3/16 inch (5mm) above the turntable. Incorrect usage may cause
the turntable to break.

Dinnerware Microwave-safe only. Follow manufacturer's instructions. Do not use
cracked or chipped dishes.

Glass jars Always remove lid. Use only to heat food until just warm. Most glass jars
are not heat resistant and may break.

Glassware Heat-resistant oven glassware only. Make sure there is no metallic trim.

Do not use cracked or chipped dishes.

Follow manufacturer’s instructions. Do not close with metal tie. Make
slits to allow steam to escape.

Paper plates
and cups

Use for short—term cooking/warming only. Do not leave oven unattended
while cooking.

Paper towels

Use to cover food for reheating and absorbing fat. Use with supervision
for a short-term cooking only.

Parchment Use as a cover to prevent splattering or a wrap for steaming.

Plastic Microwave-safe only. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions. Should be
labeled "Microwave Safe". Some plastic containers soften, as the food
inside gets hot. "Boiling bags" and tightly closed plastic bags should be
slit, pierced or vented as directed by package.

Plastic wrap Microwave-safe only. Use to cover food during cooking to retain
moisture. Do not allow plastic wrap to touch food.

Thermometers  Microwave-safe only (meat and candy thermometers).

Wax paper Use as a cover to prevent splattering and retain moisture.

any adjacent walls. One side must be open.

(1) Leave a minimum clearance of 12
inches (30cm) above the oven.

(2) Do not remove the legs from the
bottom of the oven.

(3) Blocking the intake and/or outlet openings
can damage the oven.

(4) Place the oven as far away from
radios and TV as possible.
Operation of microwave oven may
cause interference to your radio or TV
reception.

2. Plug your oven into a standard household
outlet. Be sure the voltage and the
frequency is the same as the voltage
and the frequency on the rating label.

is to be checked before consumption, in order to avoid burns.

5, Check the oven and the cable regularly for damage. If there is any kind of damage, the oven

should not be used.

B Do not attempt to operate this oven with the door open since open- door operation can result
in harmfulexposure to microwave energy. It is important not to defeat or tamper with the
safety interlocks.

B Carefully clean door seala and sealing surfaces.

B Do not operate the oven if it is damaged. It is particularly important that the oven door close
properly and that there is no damage to the : (1) door(bent). (2) hinges and latches( broken or
loosened). (3) door seals and sealing surfaces.

B Utensils sould be checked to ensure that they are suitable for use in microwave ovens.

B When heating food in plastic or paper containers, check the oven frequently due to the
possibility of ignition.

B Microwave heating of beverages can result in delayed eruptive boiling, therefore care has to
be taken when handling the container.

B [f smoke is observed, switch off or unplug the appliance and keep the door closed in order to
stifle any flames.

B Egg in their shell and whole hard- bolled eggs shall not be heated in microwave ovens since
they may explode.

B If the door or door seals are damaged. The oven must not be operated until it has been
repaired by a trained person.

B Liquids or other foods must not be heated in sealed containers since they are liable to
explode.
