• The camera begins searching for a 

Bluetooth® GPS unit and a list of 
destination devices appears when the 
search is completed.

• By default, up to five devices can be 
discovered, but you can change this to 
search for any number of devices between one and ten. (GP.176)

Disconnecting serial connection 
after manually connecting to a device -----------------------------------------------
Turn the camera off to disconnect serial connection.

[ON], the next time the camera is turned on, the camera 
automatically searches for and connects to the previously 
connected Bluetooth® GPS unit.

to disconnect serial connection. Automatic connection will not be performed when the 
camera is turned on again.

GPS unit, you must disconnect the serial 
connection.
Select [PRINT] (GP.157) or [FILE SEND]

Automatically Establishing a Connection
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When the camera is connected to a Bluetooth® GPS unit in 
shooting mode, the Bluetooth® antenna icon, GPS information and 
GPS icon appear on the LCD monitor.

If the number of receivable satellites is 
less than three, the GPS information 
cannot be acquired. If the GPS 
information cannot be acquired, the 
display of the GPS icon changes. In 
some cases, positioning may take time.

Retaining GPS information---------------------------------------------------------------
• The latest GPS information is retained in the camera for ten minutes. This enables you 

to acquire GPS information outdoors and then shoot images indoors using the GPS 
information.

• If the GPS datum setup is changed (GP.188), GPS information is erased within ten 
minutes.

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When the shooting screen switches to GPS display, the current 
GPS detailed information is displayed.

The settings made on the [Caplio Setting] screen (Detailed Setups and 
Communication List settings) are saved regardless of whether or not they are 
transferred to the camera or saved on the computer. When Caplio Setting is 
restarted, the last settings used are displayed.

17 Turn off the camera and disconnect the USB cable from 
the camera and computer.
• For disconnecting the USB cable, see P.153.
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You can save the communication list on the computer, copy it to an 
SD memory card, and import it into the camera.

[AES]/[WPA-PSK], [AES]/[WPA2-PSK], [TKIP]/[WPA-PSK], [TKIP]/[WPA2-PSK]
• When [Cryptography/Authentication] in [W/LESS LAN] is changed on the camera, 

check the network key. (GP.197)
• If [Cryptography/Authentication] is set to [WEP/OPEN] or [WEP/SHARED], enter the 

[Network Key] as below.
[String]: Five characters or 13 characters
[Hex]: Ten characters or 26 characters

• If [Cryptography/Authentication] is set to [AES/WPA-PSK], [AES/WPA2-PSK], [TKIP/
WPA-PSK], or [TKIP/WPA2-PSK], enter an 8 to 63 character network key.

You can send still pictures (including text mode still images), 
movies, and sound files from the camera. The sent files are 
processed according to the computer settings.
Files are sent from the internal memory when no SD memory card 
is loaded or from an SD memory card when installed.
There are three ways to send files.
• Send one file (GP.210)
• Send all files from the camera (GP.210)
• Select and send several files (GP.212)

Caution------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
Before sending files, create a communication list on the computer and transfer it to the 
camera. (GP.202)

Note ----------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
• You can set the file size of the image beforehand. (GP.178)
• When sending files, you can use the [SEND TO] screen displayed at the time of 

sending the files to specify the destination, or you can also use the Expanded Settings 
menu to specify the destination beforehand. (GP.219)

• For information about setting your computer to receive images, see the 
documentation that came with the computer.

Sending Still Images, Movies, and 
Sound Files (FILE SEND)
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1 Check that the destination device (computer) is turned 
on.

2 Press the 6 (Playback) button.
• Check that [CHANGE COM] is set to [W-LAN] on the Expanded 

Settings menu. (P.193)
• To send all files, go to Step 4.

3 Press the #$ buttons to select a file to send.

4 Press the MENU/OK button.
• The Playback Setting menu appears.

5 Press the " button to select 
[FILE SEND] and press the $ 
button.
• If [SEND CONDITION] is set to [ON], 

the [SEND TO] screen appears.
• If [SEND CONDITION] is set to [OFF] 

(GP.219), go to Step 7.
• If the communication list has not been 

transferred, or if [SEND CONDITION] 
is set to [OFF] (GP.219) and the destination setting is incorrect, an 
error message appears and the display returns to the Playback Setting 
menu.

• If the camera is connected using a serial connection, a screen appears 
confirming whether to disconnect the serial connection. Select [YES] 
and press the MENU/OK button.

6 Press the !" buttons to select 
the desired destination device 
and then press the MENU/OK 
button.

Sending One or All Files
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
