NOT good for swimming, snorkeling,
or any other under-water sports

Mini Camcorder is in pairing mode with remote control

11. 4 buttons on Mini Camcorder (main body):

® MO (ON/OFF): long press MO to turn on or turn off the Mini Camcorder
® M1 (CAMERA): short press M1 to take photos
® M2 (VIDEO): long press M2 to take videos
® M3 (Laser): short press M3 or long press M3 to turn on the laser beam

to locate the filming or picturing targets. When the laser beam is on,

short press M3 to turn it off. Without any operation, the laser beam will

turn off in 10 seconds automatically.
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12. 2 buttons on remote control
® R1(CAMERA): Top button. Short press to take photos
@ R2 (VIDEO): Side button. Short press to start or stop recording
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Note: short press means pressing the button once and then release the
finger; long press means pressing and hold the button till operation
finished.

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Wrapping Straps

How to use the head strap

Put through the wrapping straps in the exact direction as illustrated. The
dentation part should be facing outward.
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Stabilize the head strap to the ba
wrapping straps.

The dentation part will create friction that helps to lock Mini Camcorder
to the head strap firmly.

How to use the paddings

In case the goggle/helmet is too large and block the Mini Camcorder,
users can use the paddings to help to adjust the position.
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How to plug in the USB cable

Plug in the USB cable in the direction as illustrated.

Gently insert it until it totally fits in.

How to unplug the USB cable

to the end

Push the lever downwards

Gently unplug the USB cable by holding it on the cable head.
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How to detach and lock the microphone

Microphone

stopper

in case it bounces out

Pull out the microphone stopper using your fingernail.
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Hold the microphone in and press down the microphone stopper to

lock it.
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Il OPERATION

Attach the Mini Camcorder to your goggle, helmet, etc, and adjust
the shooting angle. Now, you can go ahead and make filming while
enjoying sports / games.

* Before you make any water-front filming, we suggest you detach the
microphone first.
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Laser Microphone

Power on / power off
@ Power on: long press button M0, red LED lights up, then release the
button and all the LEDs (red, yellow and blue) are on. After 2 seconds,
yellow and blue LEDs will be off and red LED keeps on. Now the Mini
Camcorder is ready for videos and photos.
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® Power off: long press button M0, red LED flashes 5 times and
lights off, now power is off.

® Under standby mode, if there is no operation for 10 minutes, the Mini
Camcorder will automatically power off.
Note: When the temperature is low, it takes longer time to power on.
When itis around 25°C, long press M0 for 2 seconds, the red LED will
be on. When the temperature is around 0°C, long press M0 for 10
seconds.

Capture

® Please power on the Mini Camcorder first. To capture, short press M1.
Blue LED will be on for 4 seconds during each snapshot. Please keep
your head still during photo taking to avoid blurry photos.

@ |f the memory is full, short press M1/R1 and the blue LED will flash

once.
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Capture by remote control

® Please power on the Mini Camcorder first. To capture by remote
control, short press R1 button. Blue LED will be on for 4 seconds
during each snapshot. Please keep your head still during photo taking
to avoid blurry photos.

® |f the memory is full, short press M1/R1 and the blue LED will flash
once. M1
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Record video

® Under standby mode, long press M2 and yellow LED will be on. After
6 seconds, yellow LED will start to flash and will keep flashing during
recording.Long press M2 again to stop recording.

® Yellow LED (VIDEO) indicates recording status. Flash once every
second means taking video; lights up means recording finished; lights
off means video stored in memory1.5

® During video recording, short press M1 or R1 will stop the recording

and take a photo. To start video recording again, please long press M2.

® |[fthe memory is full, long press M2 or short press R2 and yellow LED
will flash once.

Record video by remote control

® Under any mode, short press R2 (VIDEO) on the remote and yellow
LED will be on. After 6 seconds, yellow LED will start to flash and will
keep flashing during recording. Short press R2 again to stop recording.

® Yellow LED (VIDEO) indicates recording status. Flash once every
second means taking a video; lights up means recording finished;
lights off means video stored in memory.

® During video recording, short press M1 or R1 will stop the recording

and take a photo. To start video recording again, please short press R2.

® |f the memory is full, long press M2 or short press R2 and yellow LED

will flash once. I\/II1 R1
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Note: The viewing angle of this Mini Camcorder is 67°+5°. The deviation
varies according to the proficiency of users. If the target is not within your
horizontal view, please move your head to make the target within the
viewing angle of the lens. Please practice more to capture good videos
and photos.

Horizontal view:

Connect with computer

1) Insert the 4-pin end of the included USB cable into the 4-pin port of
the Mini Camcorder.

2) Insert the other end of USB cable to a standard computer USB port.

3) Once connected, a red LED will flash once every 2 seconds
(recharging) or lights on (battery full). After a few seconds, a blue LED
will light up, now Mini Camcorder is in connection with computer.

4 ) Another few seconds later, removable disk icon pops up on the
computer screen. Now you can transfer files between Mini Camcorder
and computer, or delete files in the Mini Camcorder through computer.

5) Blue LED will flash during file transfer (busy). Blue LED lights up in
idle status.

6 ) To disconnect, please follow
instructions on safely removing
a USB device from your computer.

7) Compatible with Windows 2000,
Windows XP, Windows Vista,
Windows 7, Mac OS X 10.5.2, etc.

Use as aPC Cam

1) Make sure the Mini Camcorder is power off, and then connect it to a
computer. Wait for a few seconds until the removable disk icon
appears on computer screen.

2) Long press button M2, Mini Camcorder will automatically exit the
removable disk mode, and enter PC Cam mode.

3) File transfer into the Mini Camcorder is not available under PC
cam mode. To transfer files, please unplug the Mini Camcorder
and plug again to computer.

4 ) Compatible with Windows 2000, Windows XP, Windows Vista,
Windows 7, etc, but not yet compatible with Mac OS.

Date Time Stamp

Date time stamp is embedded in the Mini Camcorder, and can be seen on
video files and as video file name, or as the photo file name for photos.
You may need to reset date time stamp under following conditions:

1) If you are in a different time zone;

2 ) When the battery has run out completely;

3) When the Mini Camcorder is not safely ejected from the computer;

4) When the Mini Camcorder is reset.

To reset date time stamp, please:

1) Create a text file named “setdate” in .txt format

2) Then open the file and type current time in 24 hour format only
(YYYY-MM-DD hh:mm:ss). Sample: 2010-10-08 14:30:50.

3) Save the txt file in the master folder (root) in Mini Camcorder,

4) Disconnect Mini Camcorder by safely removing a USB device from
computer.

When the date time stamp is successfully set, the file “setdate” will

disappear from the master folder and the new setting can be seen on

your next video files or photos.
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Recharge

® Torecharge, please connect the Mini
Camcorder to computer using the USB
cable or recharge through a chargin:
adaptor (optional accessory).

® During recharging, the red LED
flashes once every 2 seconds, and
will light up when recharging is completed.

® Fully recharge takes around 3 hours.

Low battery indicator
When battery is getting lower than 20%, the Red LED light will flash
every second.

Pair with remote control

The included remote control is ready for use with Mini Camcorder. If
repairing is needed, please follow below steps.

1) Please turn on Mini Camcorder first, red LED lights up.

2) Within 1 second after red LED lights up, please press button M2 and

do not release.
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3') Wait until blue and yellow LEDs flash alternatively every second,

then release M2. Now we have entered the pairing mode.
4) Short press R1 button on the remote control, till blue and yellow LEDs

stop flashing.
5) Now paring is completed.
Note: Once under pairing mode, if press M0 or fail to press R1 button
on the remote control in 2 minutes, it will automatically exit the pairing
mode.

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Reset
In case the Mini Camcorder is not working well or down due to external
disturbance or any unexpected situation, please reset following below
steps.

1) Long press buttons of M1 and M2 at the same time till all LED lights off.

2) Please turn on the Mini Camcorder again for operation.
Note: After reset, you may need to set the date time stamp again
according to “date time stamp” section in the manual. Please do not
reset the product if it is working well, as which may influence the
normal functions of the product.

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. Do not disassemble or change any part of this product.
. Do not expose the product to fire or excessive heat.

. Do not expose the product to electromagnetic wave circumstances,

which may cause malfunction or data transfer error.

. Ensure the USB plug is dry before connecting to computer, in order to

avoid damage by moisture.

. Before you make any under-water operation, please DO take off the

microphone first.
