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Function Overview

Connection

2.4GHz wireless connection, install 1xAA battery into mouse battery slot, plug USB receiver
into computer USB port, the computer will connect mouse automatically.

Tip: If the computer didn’t connect successfully, plug out USB receiver from computer USB
port, take out batteries from mouse, repeat above operation to connect the computer.

Product Features

1. DPI switching: Press [DPI] button to cycling switch DPIin 800/1200/1600/2400/4000 DPI.

2. Polling Rate adjustment: Press mouse [middle button] and [right button] about 3s to
switch polling rate, when switch to 125Hz polling rate, LED indicator will slowly flash 3
times, when switch to 250Hz polling rate, LED indicator will quickly flash 3 times.

3.Power save mode: The mouse will enter power save mode when it is out of
operation over Tminute, move or click any button to wake it up, when the
mouse is out of operation over8 minutes, the mouse will enter deep power
save mode, click any button to wake it up.

4.Low battery warning: when mouse battery is low, the LED indicator will
twinkle, to remind change the battery.
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1. If(t!he mouse is not responding, please check whether the mouse is plugged correctly
in the corresponding computers USB port, or try another USB ports.

2. If the mouse is moving slowly, jumping or with delay, please try another surface.

Conexao

Conexao sem fio de 2,4 GHz. Instale 1 pilha AA no compartimento de pilhas do mouse,
conecte o receptor USB na porta USB do computador e o computador conectard o mouse
automaticamente.

Dica: Se o computador ndo conectar, desconecte o receptor USB da porta USB do
computador, retire as pilhas do mouse e repita a operagao acima para conectar o
computador.

Caracteristicas do produto

1.Troca de DPI: pressione o botao [DPI] para alternar entre as configuragoes de DPl em
800/1200/1600/2400/4000 DPI.

. Ajuste da velocidade de leitura: pressione o [botao do meio] e o [botao direito] do mouse
por cerca de 3 segundos para trocar a velocidade de leitura. Se passar para a velocidade de
125Hz, o LED indicador piscara lentamente 3 vezes. Se mudar para a velocidade de 250Hz,
o LED indicador piscara rapidamente 3 vezes.

.Modo de economia de energia: 0 mouse entrara no modo de economia de energia se ficar
inativo por mais de 1T minuto. Mova ou clique em qualquer botéo para ativé-lo. Se o mouse
ficar inativo por mais de 8 minutos entrara no modo de economia de energia profunda.
Clique em qualquer botao para ativa-lo.
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. Aviso de bateria fraca: quando a bateria do mouse estiver baixa, o indicador LED piscara
para lembrar de trocar a bateria.

Duvidas frequentes

1. Se 0o mouse ndo estiver respondendo, verifique se esta conectado corretamente na
porta USB correspondente no computador, ou experimente em outra porta USB.

2. Se o mouse estiver movendo lentamente, saltando ou apresentando atrasos,
experimente utiliza-lo sobre outra superficie. Superficies escuras, sujas, irregulares ou
muito brilhantes podem afetar o desempenho do mouse. Recomenda-se fortemente o
uso de mouse pad.
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
