Troubleshooting

In These Cases Check the following points

Check this list for a possible troubleshooting solution before calling for service.

•  AC adaptor is not inserted securely. Plug in securely.

•  Is the connector plug of the unit firmly inserted into the connector port of 
the iPad/iPhone/iPod?

•  Is the iPad/iPhone/iPod properly functioning? Test the iPad/iPhone/iPod 
functions in stand-alone condition.

•  Is the connector plug of the unit firmly inserted into the connector port 
of the iPad/iPhone/iPod?  

•  Is the AC adaptor plug firmly inserted into DC IN jack of the unit? 

•  The path between the remote control and the sensor on the unit is 
blocked.

•  The battery of remote control is exhausted.

Hard to listen to broadcasts 
because of noise.

•  The antenna is not properly extended or positioned.

•  Tune to the correct radio channel/frequency.

•  Making sure the antenna is further away from any equipment that may be 
causing the noise or interference.
