STEP 4: Send Photos to your Frame by Email

While it is easiest to send photos to your frame using the App, your frame
does have an email address assigned to it which allows photos to be sent
to the frame by email.

1. Not all email providers’ software is compatible with the frame. To send
photos to the frame by email please use only Qutlook, Hotmail, or Gmail.

2. When sending a photo to the frame by email, do not include text, numbers
or special characters in the subject or body of the email as this will prevent
the email from being accepted by the frame. If you are prompted that your
email is missing a subject please select to send it anyway.

3. You can find the email address for your frame by selecting settings from
the Main Menu, then select Device Information from the list, and your email
address will be listed on the Device Information screen.

4. You can send up to 6 MB in attachments (photos or videos), with a limit of
9 attachments per email. If you have more than 1 attachment (no more
than 9 total), they must not add up to more than 6 MB.

NOTE: There are ways to change the size of photos if they are too large to
email. See below for some examples, but you can also search google for
‘how to resize images' for your operating system as there are many ways
to resize images and you might find another way that is easier for you.

Resize Photos using Windows 10

a. Before opening the image, right click on your image file. When a pop-up
menu box appears, click on Open With, then select Photos. Your image
will open in the Photos app.

b. Right click anywhere on the opened photo. Another pop-up menu will
appear. Select Resize.

c. The Resize image tool will open. Here you can select S (small), M
(medium), L (large), or C (custom). Choose the best option to resize
your photos so that they will fit within the 6 MB total attachment size
for all attachments (up to 9 attachments at a time).

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VIEWING PHOTOS & VIDEOS

RECEIVING PHOTOS AND VIDEOS ON THE FRAME

When you use the Polaroid Wi-Fi Photo Frame 3.0 App to send photos
and/or videos to a linked frame, the frame will receive them automatically
if the frame is connected to a Wi-Fi network with an internet connection.
Once the frame receives the files, the frame will briefly display a

blue banner at the top of the display showing “New Files Received”.
Additionally, during a slideshow, a new photo alert on the lower right
side of the screen will display a count of how many new files have been
received. The new photos will automatically be incorporated into the
slideshow. A slideshow runs automatically on the frame if you do not
touch the screen for 30 seconds, except when viewing individual photos
or videos from the Photo or Video albums. During a slideshow, if there
are new photos or new photos and videos and you touch the new photo
alert, the frame will take you to the Photo album.

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Storage Path

portion of the 8GB total internal memory, so available memory will always be
less than 8GB even if all sample photos/video are deleted from the frame.)
Music

Songs for all memory sources are displayed here and can be played by
selecting the thumbnail of the song. To import music, insert USB flash
drive or SD card that contains music files. Select “Music” in the Settings
menu. Tap “Menu” in the upper right corner, then select “Import” to
bring up the list of music files. Select “All” or tap on each file individually
to select which files to import. Compatible with audio file formats: FLAC,
AAC, MP3, OGG, and WAV.

New Photo Alert

New Photo Alert will allow you to select how long the “New Photo” icon
is displayed after new photos are received. Choose from 24, 48 or 72
hours.

Sleep Mode

The sleep timer can be set to put the frame to 'sleep' to conserve energy.
You can set multiple times or ranges the display will be
automatically turned on/off.

Date & Time

You can select the date and time settings and set the time zone, date and
time formats. The frame will automatically adjust for daylight savings time.
Display Mode

Display Mode allows you to select how your photos are displayed, either in the
original format/size or full screen.

NOTE: We recommend you take photos in the same orientation that you use your
frame (Landscape is the most common). Due to the original photo resolution and
format, some photos may NOT be able to fill the entire screen. We encourage you
to experiment with the settings or photo blur feature.
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Manage Users

This setting allows you to manage (edit, delete) the mobile devices you
have linked to your frame.

Comments

You can choose how long you want the comments to be displayed on
rcur photos: Do not show comments, Show comments for 10 seconds

comments will appear when you tap on a photo and disappear after 10
seconds), or Always show comments.

Device Information
Here you can find your frame's information including frame name,SN

number, Email address and Hardware version. You can also check for
firmare updates for your frame to keep it up-to-date.

TIPS FOR THE FRAME

Power button

- Press the power button on your frame to put it into screen sleep
mode. Tap anywhere on the screen to turn the screen back on.

+ Pressand hold the power button, then choose to ‘Power Off’ or
‘Restart’ your frame. If powered off, press the power button to turn it
back on.

- For best experience, power off the frame or restart every few days or
more often if preferred.

Deleting files from your frame

From the main menu, select either photo/video, scroll though the album
to find the file you would like to delete and tap on it. When the photo/
video is shown in full screen, touch the screen to see a trash canicon in
the upper right corner. To delete the photo/video, select the trash can
icon and then select “YES" to confirm delete.

You can also delete all photos/videos or multiple photos/videos at one
time. In the Photo/Video album screen, tap on “Menu” in the upper right
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corner, then select “Delete”. Tap the file you want to delete. A check
mark will appear on that file. You can then select each additional file

you want to delete by tapping on them. Then tap "OK" to delete those
photos/videos. A message will pop up asking “Confirm to delete?”. Tap
“YES" to confirm.

If you want to delete all files at one time, tap on “Menu” in the upper right
corner, then select “Delete”. Tap “All” in the upper right corner, all files
will be selected. Tap “OK” to delete all photos/videos, the tap “YES” in
the po p-up message to confirm delete.

Forget Wi-Fi Networks
You can forget networks you have previously connected. From the main

menu, select “Wi-Fi”, select the name of the network you would like the
frame to forget and select “Forget”.

Choose memory source for photos/videos/music

If an external memory card and,/or USB flash drive is connected to the
frame, the frame will automatically display photos from all memory
sources connected. This includes the internal memory, USB flash drive,
and memory card. You may choose to limit the photos shown on the
frame by the memory source. From the main menu, select ‘Settings’,
then select 'Slideshow’ on the Settings menu. In the Slideshow settings
select the ‘Source’ icon on the upper right side of the screen. When

the dialog box opens, select the desired memory source. Select the X

in the upper right corner to exit. Select ‘Apply’ in the upper right corner
of the slideshow settings to save your changes.
Sideshows will now only feature photos, videos and
music found on the memory source you selected.

Exporting and importing photos
You can import photos to your frame’s internal
memory from a USB flash drive or an SD card.

1. When either a USB or SD card is inserted, select
“Album” from the main menu.

2. Tap “Menu” in the upper right corner, then select  [|_= =t
“Import” from the drop down menu. Only images
from your external memory device will appear on your screen.

3. Tap each photo you want to import. A check mark will appear on each
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selected photo. Or you can select “All" in the upper right corner to
select all photos.

4. Tap "OK”. A message will pop up while your images are being
imported. \h;lhen the import I?I comrpt1§te, a
m will pop up saying “Import Success”.
Tap "OE“ to exit the message, then tap the back
alrrow in the upper left corner to return to your
album.

You may also want to export photos from your
frame's internal memory to a USB flash drive or an
SD card for printing, or other storage purposes.

2. Tap "Menu" in the upper right corner, then select “Export” from the
drop down menu.

3. Tap each photo you want to export, A check mark will appear on each
selected photo. Or you can select “All" in the upper right corner to
select all photos.

"OK" to exit the message, then tap the back arrow
in the upper left corner to return to your album.

Clearing “New" notification from your photos

Once the frame receives new photos, you will
see a notification on the display that new photos
were received. The new photos will appear at the £ i Ny
beginning in your photo aloum. They will be marked
with a “New" notification in the corer of each new photo. To remove this
notification select "Album” from the main menu. Tap “Menu” in the upper
right corner, then select “Clear New". This also clears the notification in
the lower right corner of the display during the slideshow.

Removing and blocking linked devices from your frame

If you decide you no longer want to receive photos/videos from a
particular device, you can remove and block that device from sending
photos/videos to your frame.
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1. Select “Settings” from the main menu.
2. Select "Manage Users”

3. Tap on the delete icon @ next to the name of the linked device you
want to remove. A message will pop up asking “Confirm to delete?”
Tap “YES” to confirm.

NOTE: Once you have removed the device it can no longer link to the
frame again without having a new secure 8-digit Photo Frame Code.

Viewing comments and information on your photos/videos

photo in the slideshow (See Settings/Options: Comments Settings to
learn how to display comments).

Weather

From the main menu select ‘Weather'. The frame will initially display

the weather for your location based on your internet connection.
Sometimes, the city displayed may be not be accurate, if so, tap
anywhere on the screen and select ‘City’ at the top right of the screen.
Type in the name of your city, and if available select it from the drop
down. Not all US cities are listed in the drop down, if your city is not listed
try entering another nearby city.
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Low Resolution Photos

If the frame detects a photo that is of a low enough resolution to cause a poor
quality image to be displayed, the frame will display a yellow warning icon in
the photo album thumbnail view. When viewing the image in large format on
the frame, if you tap on the screen you will also see the warning icon in the bar,
if you tap on the icon a dialog box will open which explains the reason for the
icon.
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Keep your frame up-to-date
To upgrade your frame to the latest software, select “Device Information”
from the Settings menu. Then select “Check for updates”.

Personalizing frame names
When you link a frame, a confirmation will pop up i

saying “Linked!". At that time you can enteraname ar s o
for your frame in the text field on the pop-up. il

You can always name a frame at another time or

edit a frame name from the Link Frames screen. In
the list of linked frames, select the edit icon next to
the Photo Frame ID number/name you wish to edit, then select “Modify”.

Cancel oK

This is especially useful if you have linked to more than one frame.
Unlink a linked frame

You can delete a linked frame in the Photo Frame App if needed. In the list
of linked frames, select the edit icon next to the Photo Frame ID number/
name you wish to unlink. Confirm by selecting “OK". If you accidentally
deleted a linked frame, you will need to link the frame again using a newly
generated Photo Frame Code which can be found in the Link screen on
the digital photo frame.

Sending images to multiple frames
You can send images to more than one frame at a time. In the Sending
Pictures screen, tap each frame you want to send your images to. An

orange check mark will appear next to each selected frame. Add your
photos and click “Send"”.

Naming your Android / iOS smart phones and iPad

It is recommended to name your device(s) before linking to a Wi-Fi photo
frame. The name of the device will appear in the comments window
along the bottom of each photo during the slideshow, indicating who
sent the photo to your frame.

If you don't know how to name your compatible smart phone or iPad,

you can search the internet for step-by-step instructions for your model.
Please be aware that some android smart phones do not allow the phone
name to be changed or will not allow a changed name to be repeated
within the Polaroid Wi-Fi Digital Photo Frame 3.0 App.
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For example, to name your iPhone or iPad, follow these steps:

1. OnyouriOS device, go to Settings > General > About.

2. Tap the first line, which shows the name of your device.

3. Rename your device, then tap Done.

Snap Chat - How to save Photos and Videos

There are many ways to save and share your Snapchat photo and video filters
to your Android smartphone, iPhone or iPad so that you can view them on
your Polaroid Wi-Fi Photo Frame. We list out a few ways below but please note
that many devices operate differently so if troubled please search the internet
for the way that is most compatible for your listed device.

1. Before you send your snap out, open Snapchat settings. From there, go to
memories.

2. You should have the option to either save to memories or to save to camera
roll/photo album. Saving to memories will back up your photo/video on the
Snapchat servers. Choosing to save to the camera roll/photo album will allow
you to access the snap on your Android smartphone, iPhone or iPad camera
roll. You can also save them to both.

3. If you're saving to camera roll be sure to select the save icon that appears
on your screen.
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4, Once the snap appears in your camera roll you will be able to share it with
your Polaroid Wi-Fi Photo Frame 3.0 app which will allow you to send it to any
compatible Polaroid Wi-Fi Photo Frame.
