1) Connect MCC-RF adaptor to mini usb port

4) Press and hold the push button switch for 10seconds. 
This will enable the learning process between Integrity MCC-RF & Integrity Mobile. 
 
After the learning process is successful, if the button on mobile device is pressed this  
Will activate the indication at Integrity MCC-RF via beeping.
