Utensil Test:
1. Fill a microwave-safe container with 1 cup of cold water 
    (8.5 oz) along with the utensil in question.
2. Cook on maximum power for 1 min.
3. Carefully feel the utensil. If the empty utensil is warm, 

do not use it for microwave cooking.
4. Do not exceed 1 min cooking time.

KEEP THE CAVITY CLEAN

• Personal Injury Hazard:
Tightly-closed utensils could explode. Closed containers should
be opened and plastic pouches should be pierced before cooking.

Glass turntable Grill Rack( Can not be used in 
microwave function and must 
be placed on the glass tray )
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Cleaning the cooking compartment and putting the turntable in place. 
For new installations, make sure all packaging and shipping tape has been removed from the 
turntable shaft. 
Before using the appliance to prepare food for the first time, you will need to put the turntable in 
place correctly. You must clean the cooking compartment and accessories.

SETTING UP YOUR OVEN

How to put the turntable in place:
1. Place the turntable ring assembly③ into the recess 
    in the cooking compartment.
2. Place the glass tray①on the turntable ring assembly③. 
    Fit the raised, curved lines in the center of the glass tray 
    bottom between the three spokes of the shaft. 
    Make sure that the glass tray①engages in the 

    turntable shaft② in the center of the cooking 
    compartment floor.  The rollers on the shaft should fit inside 
    the turntable bottom ridge.

• Never use the appliance without the turntable. Make sure that it is 
  properly engaged. The turntable can turn clockwise or anti-clockwise. 
• Never place the glass tray upside down. The glass tray should never 
  be restricted.
• Both glass tray and turntable ring assembly must always be used 
  during cooking.
• All food and containers of food are always placed on the glass tray 
  for cooking.
• Never restrict the movement of the turntable.
• If glass tray or turntable ring assembly cracks or breaks, contact your 
  nearest authorized service center.

NOTE
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COUNTERTOP INSTALLATION
Remove all packing material and accessories. Examine the oven for any damage such as dents 
or broken door. Do not install if oven is damaged.
Cabinet: Remove any protective film found on the microwave oven cabinet surface. Do not 
remove the light brown Mica cover that is attached to the oven cavity to protect the magnetron.

INSTALLATION
1. Select a level surface that provide enough open space for the intake and/or outlet vents.
     A minimum clearance of 3.0 inches (7.5cm) is required between the oven and any adjacent walls. 
    One side must be open.
    The minimum installation height is 3.0ft(91.6cm).
     a. Leave a minimum clearance of 12 inches (30cm) above the oven.
     b. Do not remove the legs from the bottom of the oven.
     c. Blocking the intake and/or outlet openings can damage the oven.
     d. Place the oven as far away from radios and TV as possible.
Operation of microwave oven may cause interference to your radio or TV reception.

2. Plug microwave oven into a standard household outlet. Be sure the voltage and the frequency 
    is the same as the voltage and the frenquency on the rating label.

Cleaning the cooking compartment and putting the turntable in place
Before using the appliance to prepare food for the first time, you must clean the cooking 
compartment and accessories.

• Never use the appliance without the turntable. 
• Make sure that it is properly engaged.The turntable canturn clockwise

Harsh or abrasive 
cleaning agents
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CLEANING
With good care and cleaning, your appliance will retain its appearance and remain fully functioning 
for a long time to come. We will explain here how you should correctly care for and clean your appliance.

WARNING

• Scratched glass in the appliance door may develop into a crack. 
  Do not use a glass scraper, sharp or abrasive cleaning aids or 
  detergents.
• The surface of the appliance may become damaged if it is not 
  cleaned properly. Microwave energy may escape. 
  Clean the appliance on a regular basis, and remove any food 
  remnants immediately.
• Do not immerse the appliance in water or clean under a jet of 
  water.

Cleaning agent
To ensure that the di�erent surfaces are not damaged by using the wrong cleaning agent, observe 
the information in the table. Wash new sponge cloths thoroughly before use.

Metal or glass scrapers to 
clean the door panels

Hard scouring pads 
or sponges

Cleaning agents with a

APPLIANCE FRONT

Hot soapy water:

Glass cleaner: 
Clean with a dish cloth. Do not use glass scrapers.

Hot soapy water: 
When placing the turntable back into its recess, 
it must engage properly.

Damp cloth: 
Water must not be allowed to run into the appliance through the 
turntable drive. Dry the turntable drive with a cloth.

Hot soapy water or vinegar solution: 
Clean using a dish cloth and then dry with a soft cloth. Do not 
use oven spray or any other aggressive oven cleaners or 
abrasive materials. Scouring pads, rough sponges and pan 
cleaners are also unsuitable. These items scratch the surface. 
Allow the interior surfaces to dry completely.

Hot soapy water: 
Clean using a dish cloth and then dry with a soft cloth. 
Remove splashes and patches of limescale, grease, starch and 
albumin immediately. Corrosion can form under these patches 
or splashes. Do not use glass cleaners or metal or glass scrapers 
for cleaning.
