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OPERATION
1. Safety Lock
Safety Lock is a system that safeguards against unintended activation of the oven, 
providing a protective measure to ensure child safety.

Press                    during operation and open the door within 10 seconds, 
or the safety lock will re-engage. The door will stay unlocked until cooking is initiated.

Or:

Press                    within 30 minutes after cooking is complete to manually disable 
the door lock and switch to standby mode. If no key is pressed, the safety lock will 
automatically disengage after 30 minutes.

Initiating a cooking process triggers the door lock, and it also engages if the door remains 
unlocked for additional 30 minutes following the completion of the cooking.

Safety Lock is active by default. It will only be deactivated if the user chooses to do so 
manually. Even in the event of a power disconnection, the oven will preserve the state 
of the safety lock, whether it is activated or deactivated.

(1) How the safety lock works

(2) Unlock the door

(3) Deactivate the safety lock

(2) In standby mode, pressing                         to cook food at 100% power level for 30

     seconds. Each press on the same key can increase 30 seconds and the maximum

     time value is “99:99”. 

Note: In the microwave cooking state, each more press on “                    ” can increase

         the cooking time by 30 seconds (except the defrosting by weight).

(1) If “PL0” is selected, the oven will work with a fan for no power. You can use this

     level to remove the odor of the oven.

(2) The power level can be changed during operation. Press                once and then the 

     current power will display for three seconds. Press the number keys to change the power.
