issued on Feb. 28, 2006 and SJ/T  11364-2006 “Requirements for the Markings for Pollution Control of Electronic
Information Products”, applicable for the “environmental protection use period” of the electronic information products
made in or imported by the People’s Republic of China (excluding Taiwan, Hong Kong and Macao).
