To Whom It May Concern:
Inquiry:

The FCC Certification labeling Guidance of KDB #784748 states:

If the device is considered too small and therefore it is impractical (smaller than the palm of the
hand) to display the compliance statement, then the statement may be placed in the user manual
or product packaging.

Please either justify placing the FCC 15.19 label statement in the manual and not on the
enclosure or provide an exhibit that shows the 15.19 labeling on the device enclosure.

Response:

1. We will place the required wording on a label adjacent to the battery pack. We make it even
more visible by not placing it under the battery as other products have done. We already
place the FCC ID on the outside of the product. Attached -Exhibit A- is a picture of the label
content and location.

2. Pursuant to Section 2.925f), as this is a high tech design with a unique enclosure finish and
form factor, it is not aesthetically desirable for that length of a statement to appear on the
outside of the device. However, the label bearing this statement per FCC 15.19 (a) (3) is
placed on the inside of the device in the battery compartment — adjacent to the battery. One
does not have to remove the battery to see the statement as shown in Exhibit A.
