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•  Slide the power switch on the underside of the car to the ON position.

•  Press the power button on the remote. The LED below the button will turn ON.

•  Control the vehicle using the steering wheel buttons or by turning the steering 

    wheel controller in the desired direction.

•  Ready, set, go!

Note: For best results, operate on a smooth, hard surface.

The car requires 5 “AA” 1.5V battery (not included) and the remote requires 2 “AA” 

1.5V batteries (not included).

Use a Phillips head or Cross screwdriver to loosen the screw securing the 

corresponding battery cover plate. Insert the batterie(s), ensuring the correct 

polarity. Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw.
