To aid equipment authorization in other countries which accept the United States FCC 
Grant for Certification, Hytera Communications Corporation Ltd. is requesting that the 
FCC lists the frequencies 400MHz-470MHz under FCC Rule Parts 22,74,80 and 90 on 
the FCC Grant.

Equipment programming is the responsibility of Authorized Service Personnel. Also, the 
radio complies with 47 CFR Part 90.203(e), in that the operator cannot directly program 
the transmit frequencies using the normally accessible external controls.
