Before 
installing the unit, make sure your vehicle is connected to 12V DC negative 
grounded electrical system.

Initial System Starts Up 
Operating the unit for the first time or after replacing the car battery, Press RESET button with a pointed object 

(such as ballpoint) to set the unit to initial procedure. 

NOTE: When some errors occur in the LCD display, you can also press RESET button to resume to 

normal. And it will erase the clock setting and some memorized functions. 

Turning the Unit ON/OFF 
Press POWER button to turn on the unit. When the unit is on: 

Short press POWER button, turn off the monitor, press POWER button again to turn on the monitor. 

Long press POWER button to turn off the unit. 
Volume Control 
Press VOLUME +/- button for increase or decrease the sound volume 
Mute Function 
Press MUTE button shortly to cut down the sound output, and “MUTE” icon appear in the LCD display. Press 

it again to restore previous volume level.
