UNPACKING

1. Carefully remove the radio and any
accessories from the carton. Make sure
that all items listed in the packing list are
included.

2. Inspect the radio carefully to make sure
that no breakage or damage occurred
during shipping.

3. Do not discard the packing material
until you have carefully inspected and
satisfactorily operated the radio.
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OPERATION

TO INSTALL/REMOVE
AAA BATTERIES

It is advisable to write down stored
frequencies before replacing the AAA
batteries if, at the time of AAA battery
replacement, the 18/20V battery pack
is removed or has no charge. The radio
will lose all settings previously stored in
memory when replacing the AAA batteries
in this situation, and they will require
reprogramming.

Always use new alkaline batteries for
replacement.

1. Use a Philips screwdriver to loosen the
screw from the battery cover. Remove
the screw.

Remove the battery cover.

Install two new AAA batteries according
to polarity indicators inside the battery
compartment.

4. Replace the battery cover and secure it
with the screw.

NOTICE: Do not mix old and new batteries.
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TO INSTALL/REMOVE 18/20V
BATTERY PACK

To install:

1. Place the battery pack in the radio,
aligning the raised rib on the battery
pack with the groove in the radio’s
battery port.

2. Make sure that the latches on each side
of the battery pack snap into place and
the battery pack is secured to the radio.

To remove:

1. Depress the battery-release button,
located on the front of the battery pack
to release the battery pack.

2. Pull the battery pack and remove it from
the radio.

LCD DISPLAY

The LCD display on the front of the radio
illuminates when the radio is turned on. It
will display the radio mode and frequency/
channel setting. The LCD will be dark if there
is no operation within 10 seconds.

TURNING THE RADIO ON/OFF

Press and hold the @ button for three
seconds to turn the radio on or off.
NOTICE: If AAA batteries have been
installed, the time will be displayed when
the radio is off, even if the 18/20V battery
pack is removed.



OPERATION

ADJUSTING THE VOLUME

When the radio is turned ON, it will initially
return to the last volume setting used.

NOTICE: If both 18/20V battery pack and
AAA batteries are removed from the radio
or have no charge, the radio will return to
the default volume setting.

To increase the volume: Press the VOL+
button.

To decrease the volume: Press the VOL-
button.

To change volume quickly, hold the VOL+ or
VOL- button.

EQ ADJUSTMENT

To increase the bass sound, press the
BASS/CLOCK button and quickly release it.
To go back to the balance setting press the
BASS/CLOCK button and quickly release it
again.

MODE SELECTION

To switch modes, press the MODE/SCAN
button and quickly release it. The selected
mode will be shown in the digital display.
There are four modes:

e FM mode

e AM mode

e AUX mode

e BLUETOOTH mode

NOTICE: When turned on, the radio will
return to the last mode that was used,

unless both AAA batteries and 18/20V
battery pack are removed or lose charge.

CHANGING CHANNELS

The « P> buttons are used to manually tune
to the desired radio frequency. The selected
frequency is displayed on the digital display.

To use tune feature:
1.Press the « or P button and quickly

release to manually scroll through radio
channels one frequency at a time.

To use seek feature:
1. Press and hold the <« button for three

seconds to tune to the next lowest
frequency with clear reception.

2.Press and hold the P button for three
seconds to tune to the next highest
frequency with clear reception.

To use scan feature:

1. Press and hold the MODE/SCAN button
for three seconds to seek through the band.

2. The scanning will pause when each
channel is found and all channels will
be saved automatically in the memory.

3. Press the « or P> button to stop scanning
To use the FM antenna:

Raise or lower radio antenna until the radio
channel can be heard clearly.
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OPERATION

STORING A PRESET IN MEMORY

The memory feature saves up to 40
frequencies as presets in the radio’s
memory. You can save 20 frequencies in FM
mode and 20 in AM mode.

To store a frequency in memory:

1. Tune to the frequency you want to save.

PRESET

2. Press and hold the p|| button. A
memory location number will blink on
and off.

3. Press the <« or p button to select a
memory location.

PRESET .

4. Press the p|| button and quickly
release it to store the frequency in the
selected memory location.

To recall a preset frequency:

PRESET .

1. Press the p|| button and quickly
release it to cycle through the stored
frequencies.

SETTING THE CLOCK

The time is always displayed when the radio
is turned off and in AUX mode.

NOTICE: If both AAA batteries and
18/20V  battery pack are removed
or lose their charge, the clock set-
tings will be lost. Settings are not
affected by the removal of only the 18/20V
battery pack.

To set the clock:

1. Press and hold the BASS/CLOCK
button. The number representing the
hours will blink on and off.

NOTICE: If you do not press a button
within 10 seconds, the clock programming
feature will automatically return to the
previous setting.

2. Pressthe «qorp button to set the hour.
For AM/PM settings, scroll through
the first 12 numbers until AM/PM is
displayed.
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3. Press the BASS/CLOCK button quickly.
The number representing the minutes
will blink on and off.

4. Press the <« or p button to set the
minutes.

5. Press the BASS/CLOCK button again to
save.

USING MEDIA PLAYER

1. Select AUX mode. Refer to MODE
SELECTION.

2. The RETAINER STRAP may be used to
secure the media player into position.

3. Connect the integrated auxiliary cable
to the media player .

4. The media player must be ON and
in PLAY mode for sound to be heard
through the speaker.

5. All media player controls can be used
normally while connected to the radio.

NOTICE: Volume for any device connected

through the auxiliary connector can be

adjusted using the volume control for that
device or with the VOL+ or VOL- buttons
on the radio.

e Turning the radio OFF will NOT turn the
media player OFF.

NOTICE: The integrated auxiliary cable
DOES NOT provide a charging function for
auxiliary devices.

A USB DEVICE

The USB Output POWER PORT charges/
powers most devices that can accept power
through a USB connection.
