People with pacemakers should:
« ALWAYS keep the phone at least fifteen centimeters (six inches) from their
pacemaker, whenever the phone is turned on;
- Not carry the phone in a shirt pocket;
« Use the ear opposite to the pacemaker, to minimize the potential interference;
« If you have any reason to suspect that interference is taking place, switch off your
phone immediately.

Hearing Aids

Some digital wireless phones may interfere with some hearing aids. In the event of
such interference, we recommend that you contact your service provider.

Other Medical Devices

If you use any other personal medical devices, consult your device manufacturer to
determine if they are adequately shielded from external RF energy. Your doctor can
help you obtain this information.

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Health Care Facilities

1 Tap [J. Alist of recently used applications will be displayed.

2 Tap the application you want to access. This does not stop the previous app from
running in the background. Make sure to tap < to back out of an app after using
it.

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Installing the SIM or USIM card and battery

Insert the SIM or USIM card provided by the mobile telephone service provider, and the
included battery.

2 Slide the SIM card into the SIM card slot as shown in the figure. Make sure the gold
contact area on the card is facing downward.

Charge the battery before using it for first time. Use the charger to charge the battery.
A computer can also be used to charge the battery by connecting the phone to it using
the USB cable.

Removing the memory card

Before removing the memory card, first unmount it for safe removal.
1 Tap O > ® > @ > Storage > Unmount SD card.
2 Remove the back cover and pull out the memory card.

Do not remove the memory card while the device is transferring or accessing
information. Doing so can cause data to be lost or corrupted or damage to
the memory card or device.

Locking and unlocking the device

Pressing the Power/Lock Key turns off the screen and puts the device into lock
mode. The device automatically gets locked if it is not used for a specified period. This
helps to prevent accidental taps and saves battery power.

To unlock the device, press the Power/Lock Key and swipe the screen in any
direction.

NOTE
+ Double-tapping on the screen also can wake up the screen instead of the
Power/Lock Key.

Changing the screen lock method

You can change the way that you lock the screen to prevent others accessing your
personal information.

- Tap or touch — A single finger tap selects items, links, shortcuts and letters on
the on-screen keyboard.

« Touch and hold — Touch and hold an item on the screen by tapping it and not
lifting your finger until an action occurs.

« Drag — Touch and hold an item for a moment and then, without lifting your finger,
move your finger on the screen until you reach the target position. You can drag
items on the Home screen to reposition them.
