Battery installation

1, Slide the battery door up and then remove the door.

2, Aim the metal terminals of the battery at those in the battery compartment and then

push down and into it.

Battery charging:

New batteries are not fully charged. Open the protective cover on your phone’s
accessory connector port, then insert the battery charger plug into the accessory
connector port on the side of your phone as shown, and plug the other end into an
electrical outlet. Your phone might require several hours to charge fully. When your
phone is power off, it might take a few seconds to show charging display and it shows
charge complete when finished.

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3.5 Make a call

1. Under the sleep mode, input the telephone number directly.

2. Steps will be different according to the options of call settings and set-ups of dual SIM:

Dual SIM open: Then press send key, you can choose menu -- SIM 1/SIM 2 to dial calls.

Only SIM 1 open/ only SIM2 open: If set only SIM1 or only SIM2, you can press send
key to dial calls.

3. Atfter calling, press the power on/off key or end key to end.

3.6 Answer or Reject a call

When there is an incoming call, the phone rings and /or vibrates showing the number or
the corresponding name.

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Specific Absorption Rate Data

This model meets international guidelines for exposure to FM Radio waves.

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Battery Tips

The machine is provided by the reusable rechargeable battery.

The new battery only can by two or three times full charge and discharge cycle to
achieve optimum performance.

Battery can be recharged many times for repeated use, but it will eventually be
exhausted.
